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Depot sparks fears for public, dolphins

The building of an aviation-fuel depot in western Tuen Mun could mark the end for white
dolphins in Hong Kong, accerding to a dolphin expert.

Such a depot could also put the safety of Tuen Mun residents at risk, a district councillor
added.

The Airport Authority has proposed installing 12 oil tanks to store 400,000 cubic meters of
oil at Lung Kwu Tan, or Area 38, west of Tuen Mun.

Hong Kong Dolphin Conservation Society chairman Samuel Hung Ka-yiu warned that
such a depot would bring with it the risk of oil spillage, especially at the loading site and

during transportation.

Hung said that underwater pipes would be placed in an important feeding ground for the
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Chinese white dolphins to pump oil from the depot to the Sha Chau loading site and to the
airport. The 200 Chinese white dolphins in Hong Kong, mostly inhabiting the waters west
and north of Lantau, could be under direct threat from oil spillage, Hung said.

He said the authority's environmental impact assessment report on the potential oil
spillage risk was not comprehensive.

"In the report, they even assumed the dolphins could avoid spilled oil, but the fact is they
cannot," Hung said, adding that, apart from water pollution, there are‘threats such as the
increased sea traffic, landfills and noisy seabed piling.

Other projects in the area - including the building of the Hotig Kong- Zhuhai-Macau bridge,
a proposed third runway at the airport and CLP Power'siproposal to build a 40-kilometer
underwater pipeline to the gas-receiving terminal on ‘South Soko Island - would also pose
threats to the dolphins. The bridge is a HK$15_billion project connecting Lantau to Zhuhai,
while the construction of the third runway is¢part of the Airport Authority's 20-year plan to
increase passenger numbers to 80 million per year by 2025, double the current volume.
Tuen Mun District councillor Tai Yin-chiju said the giant fuel depot would also affect the
safety of Tuen Mun residents.

The proposed depot is just 100 meters from the Shiu Wing steel mill.

Tai said putting them-next to each other would be dangerous because the furnaces at the
steelworks operate at temperatures of more than 1,000 degrees Celsius and this could
lead to a deadly explosion.

Hung said the white dolphin, also called the Indo-Pacific Humpback, is unique for its pink
skin as most other dolphin species are gray. He said they are also known as "ocean
pandas" because of their rarity and they only give birth to one baby every three to four
years.

The oldest dolphin in Hong Kong is believed to be about 38 years old, though most
dolphins have a life span of 20 to 30 years.
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Hung said the white dolphins had already survived one "catastrophe, " the building of the
airport on Chek Lap Kok, which claimed nine square kilometers of land in northern Lantau.
"The damage done by the land reclamation was huge," Hung said.

"Our chief executive said Hong Kong should develop together with the Pearl River Delta,
but there should be a balance between development and environmental conservation."
